There are now over 35 books between the different series that include Judy Moody and Stink
Moody. And while some of the books that focus more on one or the other of them the best books
are the four when they are featured together. In part because they come fully illustrated by Peter H
Reynolds in full color, and in part because Jody and Stink are always better together. The first two
cross over book The Holly Joliday focused on the holiday of Christmas, the second cross over book
focused on family vacation and The Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad Mad Treasure Hunt. This one focuses
around an extended blackout during a hurricane. And as usual when they Moody’s are working
together rather than fighting some great things happen.
